Except for the Honours Project
module, each module consists of 45
hours of lectures and tutorials; 15
hours of lectures will be delivered by
Plymouth staff in a block weekend
and the remaining teaching sessions
will be conducted by local lecturers.
All lectures of level five modules will
be conducted by local lecturers.
Classes will be conducted on weekday
evenings, Saturday afterncon and

Sunday.

For the Honours Project medule, it is

divided into two research projects with

focus on gualitative and quantitative

analysis, and students are arranged to
attend lectures divided into two research
projects with focus on gqualitative and
quantitative analysis, and students are
arranged to attend lectures delivered by
Plymouth staff, tutorials and consultaticn
sessions delivered by local lecturers,
and they will be guided by supervisors
from University of Plymouth to complete
the research projects online.

There are two intakes per year in early
